MINUTES  

Those present: Vaassen, Bahr, Feldman, Olds, Sigwarth, Pluemer, Beaulieau, MacDowell, McKinley, Melby, Nevins, Nickels, Osterholz, 
Krueger and Kopp.  Those absent: Clare, Kasper, Nall, Patnaude and Smith. 
President Vaassen called the meeting to order.  Sedona Staffing was acknowledged as our November beverage sponsor.  On motion by Olds, and 
second by Bahr, the minutes from the October Board meeting were approved.  Motion carried.  The minutes of the Executive Committee for 
October were also noted. 
Vaassen presented the financial report.  Dues for 2009 are at $56,300, which surpasses our goal of $56,000 for the year.  Total receipts for room 
tax are $38,093 with expenditures of $ 59,131.  The 3rd quarter room tax report will be reflected in the December financials. Total revenue is at 
$159,025 and total expenses are $172,488.  It was noted that the City Manager has asked for a spread sheet showing expenses involved with the 

building renovations made this spring.  There is a chance that room tax monies may be available from the Cityôs portion that may be used.  
Melby moved to approve the Financial Report.  Sigwarth seconded.  Motion carried. 

Old Business: 
There was discussion about the tourism entity contract.  A draft letter to the City by Mike Olds was presented.  It stated that the letter was official 
notice of notifying the City that we would not be resigning another tourism contract under the current conditions.  It was agreed that we would 
begin renegotiation of the contract after the first of the year.  We will provide tourism promotion services through the end of 2010 at the current 
70% level. 
Kopp met last week with the Department of Tourism officials on the building renovations with regard to the highway signage and met with the 

Governorôs Council on Tourism. 
Nickels reported that the Comprehensive Plan Review is at a point where subcommittees are being formed. 
Kasper chairs the Gateway Center Task Force and they will be meeting again soon.  Kopp reported that Duane DeYoung is working with us on a 
fundraising event to be held in the spring of 2010. 

New Business: 
The election of officers was tabled and will be done through an email ballot.  The 2010 Strategic Plan will be presented for approval at the De-
cember meeting. 
The Executive Committee has recommended that we do not have a dues increase for 2010.  Because we have drawn down our reserves for the 

building renovations, an opportunity will be presented to the membership to make a donation at the time they pay their dues. 

Executive Director Report: 
Kopp reported that she had received a visit from Janice Forbes with the Cityôs taxi service.  The City is going through the bidding process for a 
new contract and Forbes was not awarded the contract.  We have had an update from Dean Health noting that there is a slight increase in the 
number of businesses who have joined their Chamber plan.  CenturyTel is now CenturyLink.  Southwest CAP has their business advisory pro-
gram running again.  A grant was received for the Historic Re-enactment from the Platteville Community Fund and the grant request for the 
Chamber building renovations was turned down.   The recent ABA Journal has a press release reporting that Kopp has been selected to serve on 
the Governorôs Council on Tourism.  We have 42 new members year-to-date. 

Ex-Officio Board Member Reports: 

PAIDC:    No report. 
City Council:  Nickels reported that the City Council will be approving the City budget at Tuesdayôs meeting. 
Police Department: McKinley noted that the bids are out for the new police facility and due back on the 24th.  There is a new scam, mostly 
through the big box stores, that takes advantage of a cash advance.  Everyone is advised to check receipts for purchases.  
Public Schools: Beaulieu reported that the PHS musical, ñWillie Wonka & the Chocolate Factoryò will be held on December 3rd, 4th and 5th.  The 
H1N1 flu is over its peak. 
UWP: Nevins reported that November 27th is a furlough day for campus.  There is an alcohol education seminar being held tonight.  Numerous 
events are planned at the CFA.    

Main Street Program:  MacDowell reported that their lighted parade is cancelled this year.  They are hosting a ñreindeer runò and have a Santa 
House at 100 E. Main Street from 11-2 on December 5th and they will offer gift wrapping. 
Platteville Township: No report. 

Committee Reports: 
Ambassadors: Bahr noted that the After Hours Expo will be held tonight at the Governor Dodge Convention Center.  There will be door prizes, 
music and refreshments.  42 businesses are signed up. 
Marketing & Business:  Patnaude reported that they working on many holiday events. 
Community Leadership Alliance: They are recruiting for 2010 class. 

Governmental Affairs:  No report. 
Tourism:  Kopp reported that the first Daffodil Festival will be held on May 1st & 2nd, 2010.  On Monday, December 7th, we will be hosting a 
Holiday Celebration of Heroes reception at our office on Main Street from 4-7PM.  This will be in honor of Pearl Harbor Day.  The commemora-
tive CD from the Moving Wall will be debuted. 
Education:  Kopp noted that we need to convene this committee.  We are looking to host a series on social networking in a business environ-
ment. 
Buildings & Grounds:  Vaassen reported that all the trees in Katieôs Garden are sponsored for this yearôs ñKatieôs Trees of Lightò.
