Paul Sipiera, PhD., 
the President and CEO of the Plane-
tary Studies Foundation and the Ad-
junct Curator of Meteorites at the 
Field Museum in Chicago, met with 
Kathy Kopp, Executive Director of 
the Platteville Chamber to work on 
this project.   
A press conference was held on May 
19th at the Chamber with Dr. Sipiera 

Dr. Sipiera plans to hold official office 
hours at the Platteville Chamber on six 
days ï June 4th, June 18th, July 2nd, 
July 16th, August 6th and August 20th - 
during which time he will be available 
to discuss the meteorite and evaluate 
fragments of the recent meteorite.  
Anyone finding fragments is encour-
aged to stop by and visit with Dr.
