JANUARY 20, 2010 

MINUTES 

Those present: Bahr, Boldt, Osterholz, Melby, Krueger, Patnaude, Vaassen, Cullen, Pluemer, Sigwarth, Nall, Beaulieu, Nickels and 
Kopp. 

Those absent: Feldman, Clare, Nevins, MacDowell, Smith and McKinley 

President Bahr called the meeting to order and welcomed new Board members, Tim Boldt and Aaron Cullen.   Eastman Cartwright 

Lumber was acknowledged as our January beverage sponsor.  The minutes from the December 2009 Board and Executive Commit-

tee were tabled due to computer issues. 

Vaassen presented the year-end financial statement.  The total liabilities and fund balance for 2009 was at $91,684 versus $101,170 

in 2008.  Dues for 2009 were $56,679 versus $53,043 in 2008.  Receipts for room tax was at $55,997 for 2009 versus $67,824 for 

2008.  Room tax expenditures for 2009 was $65,794 compared to expenditures in 2008 of $65,763.  This has resulted in a deficit for 

tourism in the amount of $9,797.  It was noted that the Cityôs Tourism Commission has recommended that this shortfall be covered 

out of funds already sitting in the Cityôs portion of the room tax account that have not been allocated.  This will be presented to the 

City Council.  Osterholz moved to approve the 2009 financial report as submitted.  Sigwarth seconded.  Motion carried.  

Old Business: 
Tourism Entity Contract ï It was agreed that we approach this issue in two parts.  The first issue is to cover the shortfall of $9797 

from 2009.  The second issue will be the actual tourism entity contract itself. 

Department of Tourism Partnership (signage) ï Kopp will be meeting on February 1st with the other 8 new Gateway Welcome Cen-

ters and the Department of Transportation to discuss the highway signage.  Kopp has been asked by the Department of Tourism to co

-chair the new group of 9 welcome centers. 

Comprehensive Plan Review ï Nall reported that they are finishing up the housing section of the review. 

New Business: 

President Bahr noted that the Executive Committee has recommended that the Ex-Officio members of the Board be asked to attend 

only quarterly meetings in an attempt to streamline our Board meetings and to save those members from having to attend additional 

meetings.  They will be asked to submit a written report that will be distributed, if they choose.  They are also encouraged to attend if 

they have a specific issue and ask to be put on the agenda.  They will be attending the meetings in April, July, October and January. 
Executive Director Report:  

Kopp reported that we have one new member ï Top Hat from LaCrosse, the new taxi service.  Dues for 2010 as of January 15th are 

at $12,600 and we have donations to the building fund of $1,980.  CLA program still has a few seats left for this yearôs class which 

begins on Wednesday, January 27th.   Kopp will be working with the Tourism Secretary and attending listening sessions on February 

3rd & 4th along the Mississippi River, collecting information to work on a marketing plan to promote the Mississippi River coastline 

in Wisconsin.  The 9 gateway welcome centers are working on a policy for brochure distribution.  The Governorôs Conference on 

Tourism will be held in Milwaukee on March 14-16th.  The Jerry and Stephanie Cullen family has approached the Chamber to make 

a donation to Katieôs Garden in memory of their daughter, Abby, who passed away in December.  They wish to have a project to 

work on.  The Buildings & Grounds Committee will be working on this.  The next issue of the Platteville Community Guide is in 

production and we hope to have copies by early March.  The Daffodil Festival plans are underway and the committee will be meet-

ing on January 28th.  We now have City of Madison maps available for free distribution.  A signup sheet for City Council meetings 

was distributed.  Board Members were encouraged to sign up to attend one or two meetings during the year and report back to the 
Board on City Council business. 

Ex-Officio Board Member Reports: 

PAIDC: Krueger reported that 2010 is off to a good start in the Industry Park.  L&M Corrugating is moving ahead with their expan-

sion.  Avista is doing well and is out of space in their current building.  PBII is doing well and they are working on a micro enterprise 

suite.  Kevin Wunderlin has moved in and is running a contractor training business.  Blackhawk Engineering has closed and Greg 

Huza has retired.  The bakery continues to be empty abut a pie manufacturer has expressed interest as well as a cheese manufacturer.  

Roberta Gassman was in Platteville yesterday.  Economic development groups working on a regional basis.   

City Council: Nickels reported that there is a public hearing on the Governor Dodge property at their next meeting.  Furlough days 

for city employees are set.  They are finalizing the borrowing for the Police station.  They will be having closed session to discuss 

evaluation of the City Manager.  Park & Rec Dept. is discussing fee increases.  City Council elections coming up ï incumbents 

Steiner and Durni are running as are Mike Dalecki and John Miller. 
Police Department: The construction project is moving along well. 

Public Schools: Beaulieu reported that there has been no change in number of students since September and for the second year in a 

row, there has been no enrollment decline.  Platteville Schools made application to ñRace to the topò project which has funds of up to 

$190,000 for staff development.  They have a tentative agreement with both unions for a two-year contract. 

UWP: No report.   

Main Street Program: No report. 

Platteville Township: No report.

Ambassadors: Feldman reported that they are working on the Annual Celebration and Virtue Awards Night set for Saturday, Feb-

ruary 6th at the Convention Center. 

 Marketing & Business:  Patnaude reported that there were unable to meet in January and will be back on track with a number of 

events and promotions for 2010. 
Community Leadership Alliance: Nall reported there are 19 signed up for the 2010 class so far.  The next Board meeting is Febru-

ary 4th. 

Governmental Affairs: Nickels reported that Southwest Wisconsin Legislative Day is set for March 31st in Madison.  There is a 

committee meeting on January 29th at 8AM at PBII.  All are welcome. 

Tourism: Kopp announced that Doug Wagen with QueenB Radio has expressed an interest in seeing if we can host a Chicago Bear 

Fan Reunion. 

Education: Tom Osterholz from TRICOR has been asked to Chair this committee.   

Buildings & Grounds:  No report at this time. 

Platteville Welcomes You: Pluemer noted that the committee had the Ubersox ad in the Platteville Journal to promote the program.  

They are letting newcomers know they can be greeted either in their home, at their place of work or here at the Chamber. 

Fundraising: The Hometown Hog Roast is scheduled for Saturday, July 24th and will be held between the Chamber and Unoôs 

property.
