MINUTES  
Those present: Bahr, Boldt, Cullen, Feldman, Kopp, Nall, Nevins, Patnaude, Pluemer, Sigwarth and Vaassen.  Absent: Clare, Isaacson, Krueger, MacDowell, Melby, 

McKinley, Nickels, Osterholz and Smith. 

President Bahr called the meeting to order.  First National Bank was acknowledged as our March beverage sponsor.  Vaassen moved to approve 
the minutes from December 2009 and Nall seconded.  Motion Carried.  Sigwarth moved to approve the minutes of the February 2010 meeting and 

Vaassen seconded.  Motion carried.  The minutes of the Executive Committee for February were also noted. 
Kopp presented a Profit and Loss statement for January and February 2010.  Dues for 2010 are at $41,510.  Donations to the building renovation 
project are at $3,405 for 2010.  Total income through the end of February is $61,667.94.  Total expenses are $33,508.10.  It was noted that the 4th 
quarter room tax check, due in mid-February was not received until early March.  There is no revenue for tourism and expenditures are at 
$11,200.81, which is included in the $33,508.10 number. 

Old Business: 
The tourism entity agreement was discussed.  Bahr reported that she has called a meeting next Tuesday morning at 7:00AM with Dave Berner, Ron 
Holl (President of the Tourism Commission), Tom Sigwarth (Vice-President of the Tourism Commission) and members of the Executive Commit-
tee to discuss the facts about responsibilities of each entity. 

Kopp reported that the DOT has indicated the signs have been approved and should be installed in April.  A grant was received from the Grant 
County Tourism & Resource Committee for up to $2500 for the blue permanent highway signs. 
Nall noted that the committee continues to meet on the comprehensive plan.  They hope to have things wrapped up in about a month. 

Executive Director Report: 
Kopp reported that the Platteville Girl Scouts are a new member.  The new Platteville Community Guide was presented.  Southwest Wisconsin 
Legislative Day is scheduled for March 31st.  Rebecca Ryan will be speaking at Southwest Technical College on Thursday, April 15th on ñLean 
Times, Mean Times and In-Between Times ï How Smart Managers Navigate Uncertaintyò.  Main Street Program is having a speaker at First Na-
tional Bank on Monday, April 12th.  First National Bank is hosting a retirement party for Chuck Runde on Friday, March 26th from 11-2.  The Board 

will present a certificate to Chuck at 1:15PM.  Kopp attended the Governorôs Conference on Tourism.  She presented to the Board the program of 
the event, where it was noted that she was nominated to receive the Governorôs Legacy Award.  Alliant Energy is hosting regional 2010 Strategic 
Partner Meetings.  There is one in Prairie du Chien on April 8th.  A full board photo will be taken at the April meeting.  The Heartland Festival 10th 
anniversary is being celebrated this year and a flyer was distributed.  Gangsterôs Steakhouse is scheduled to open the week of April 15th.  The Hip 
Hop Shop is open at the corner of Main & Second.  It was brought to our attention that there is a rumor floating around that QTI is closing.  This is 
false and the Board was encouraged to dispel any negative rumors.  We are building the commercial lease space spot on our website.  Kopp is also 
looking into the possibility of establishing a Chamber Foundation (501C3).  The 2010 Committee Chair list was distributed.  Kopp attended the 
GCEDC meeting in Hazel Green on February 24th.  Speaker was Shannon Garrity with Dubuqueôs welcome program.  Montchevre-Betin of Bel-

mont won a number of awards, including two ñGoldsò at the recent World Cheese Judging Contest held in Madison.  The newly formed Gateway 
Visitor Information Centers (Gateway 10) is working on a brochure distribution plan. 
New Business: Kopp reported that Sheila Stephenson has been hired part-time to work in the welcome center.  Sheila was the manager of the for-
mer retail business, Something Different. 

Committee Reports: 
Ambassadors: Feldman noted that they met on March 8th.  The new Southwest Wisconsin Young Professionals group will be meeting once a 
month right after our Business After Hours.  They will also be joining.  Discussed the success of the 2009 After Hours Expo and tentatively set the 
date for November 17, 2010.  Working on a plan for membership retention and are encouraging all committee members to make 3 calls to attend 

our Business After Hours each month.  April 14th BAH is at Dairy Queen, where Tom & Renee Sigwarth will be celebrating their 10th anniversary.
