the Buildings & Grounds
Committee recommended to
the Board that we replace all
the windows in the building.
The windows are the original
windows installed when the
building was built in 1980 and
throughout the years, most of
the storm windows were bro-
ken and/or didn’t fit properly.
The building has settled some
and some of the windows were
no longer able to be opened.
They were not energy effi-
cient, in fact, we were forced
to “shrink wrap” each window
during the winter to keep the
cold drafts out. We also have
the building exterior stained
and sealed every few years and
this year, in going through that
process, it came to our atten-
tion that some of the logs were

in need of replacement due to
excessive moisture. We also
resealed our parking lot.

So, the Board made the deci-
sion to replace the windows
and move ahead with the exte-
rior maintenance that was
needed. So, it’s been a con-
struction zone here for a few
days but the end result will be
worth it.

I heard from someone visiting
Platteville one day say that
“you can always tell a success-
ful community — and that’s
when you see at least one
crane working”. Well, there is
definitely a crane visible with
the construction on Chestnut
Street! And, I do believe that
Platteville is a successful com-
munity.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING
JULY 21, 2010
MINUTES
Board members present: Bahr, Boldt, Cullen, Feldman, Nall, Nickels, Osterholz, Patnaude, Pluemer, Vaassen and Kopp.
Those absent: Clare, Isaacson, Krueger, Luedtke, Melby, McKinley, Nevins, Sigwarth and Smith.
President Bahr called the meeting to order. Our House Senior Living was acknowledged as our July beverage sponsor. Boldt moved
to approve the minutes from the June 16th board meeting, seconded by Feldman. Motion carried. The minutes of the Executive
Committee meetings of June 2™ and July 1% were acknowledged.
Vaassen presented a profit/loss statement through June. Dues to-date are $53,163. Donations are building project are at $8505 for
the year. Room tax revenue is at $22,616 with tourism expenditures of $27,935. The next room tax check is due mid-August. Net
income is $32,156 for the year.
Old Business: The Tourism Entity Contract still has not been addressed with the Tourism Commission. New appointees to the
Tourism Commission are Frank Lofy, Deb Jenny, Lori Bahr and Barb Daus. A representative from the hotel industry has not been
appointed. Kopp will talk to Mike Olds for his input. Nall noted that the last meeting for the Comprehensive Plan Review was can-
celled. Kopp is attending the Downtown Revitalization Committee. A draft report was presented by the City’s consultants. There is
a section that was pointed out, that is inappropriate and should not be included, which referenced the Chamber and Main Street Pro-
gram’s working relationship, which was clearly one individual’s interpretation.
Capital improvements were discussed. Information was presented on recommendations for the roof, window and staining/sealing
projects by the Buildings and Grounds Committee. Osterholz presented the proposed window options. The windows would look
like the front entrance door. His opinion is that the roof suffered no major damage in the hail storm of 2009. We have received the
final payment from American Family Insurance for building damage. It was acknowledged that Eastman Cartwright is the only
Chamber member in good standing that installs windows. It was agreed to promote a “window sponsorship” for donors contributing
$450 for a window. A half-window would be $225. Both Vaassen Pluemer and Eastman Cartwright will sponsor a window. A
plagque will be put on each window acknowledging the donor. It was also suggested that we host a reception for all building donors.
Nall moved to move ahead with the window project at a cost of just under $10,000. Vaassen seconded. Motion carried unani-
mously.
Udelhoven Log Homes submitted a quote to replace exterior logs, clean siding, caulk, stain and restain & reseal for the entire cham-
ber building in the amount of $4610. Osterholz moved to approve the quote. Pluemer seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
New Business: It was noted that Lori Bahr has taken a new position with Mound City Bank. Since our bylaws dictate that there can
be only one representative on the Board of Directors from any one member business, it was acknowledged that Bahr is also an indi-
vidual member and will thus continue her role on the Board of Directors. In 2011, she will be a member under T.J. Enterprises.
Executive Director Report: Kopp reported that Udelhoven Log Homes, Live Well Chiropractic and Dean Health Plans are
new members. Kopp is working with two prospective retail businesses and one service to locate in Platteville. The Department of
Tourism has hired a consulting firm, Geiger & Associates, to put together a PR campaign along the Great River Road geared to
travel writers. This will take place in October. Kopp presented an article appearing in the TH about “Battling the Brain Drain”
showcasing a number of our Platteville young business people. The Driftless Film Festival gains momentum and more plans are in
the works. We received a check from the Shopping News in the amount of $2020.82 for our portion of the Platteville Community
Guide. Dubuque Fighting Saints are new members and want to be actively involved in the community. We assisted at the Veterans
Job Fair held at the Armory on July 15", We are working with a group of veterans hoping to erect a veterans memorial in City Park.
Tim Murphy is the new Grant County Veterans’ Service Officer, replacing Tom Taber who is retiring. We received a thank you
from Bob Bodden’s family. It is the 10" anniversary of the Heartland Festival. The owners of the Governor Dodge Hotel have de-
cided to not build a hotel at this location at this time. The restaurant/pub has been repainted.
Committee Reports:
Ambassadors: Feldman reported that the Spinal Institute held a ribbon cutting and open house. Businesses are encouraged to sign
up for the November 17" After Hours Business Expo.
Marketing & Business: Patnaude reported that they are ready for Hometown Festival Week beginning July 24™. The New Student
Welcome Picnic and Scavenger Hunt is set for Saturday, August 28™. Committee is looking at a bigger holiday push for 2010.
Community Leadership Alliance: CLA graduation was held on June 30"
Governmental Affairs: Nickels will try to set a date for a “Breakfast with the Candidates” for Wednesday, August 25" at 7:30AM.
Tourism: No further report.
Education: No update.
Buildings & Grounds: Nothing further than was reported under old business
Platteville Welcomes You: Pluemer reported that they will be participating at the UWP New Staff & Faculty Resource Fair held on
August 23" and 24™, They are also working with MBC on the New Student Welcome.
