DOL Begins Crackdown on 401(k) Providers for Fee Bundling Abuses - Important Notice from New York Life Insurance

For those of you who sponsor a 401(k) or profit-sharing plan for your business, there are new regulations regarding fee disclosure 

and the plan sponsorôs responsibilities.    Attached is a link that details these new responsibilities as well as possible audits 

and  fines that may be implemented.  The biggest change that plan sponsors need to be aware of is that all participant fees will be 

disclosed on quarterly statements in both real dollar amounts as well as percentage of the assets.  If you have not compared your 

planôs management or (shopped the market) in  more than 5 years.  We highly recommend that you do.  Please contact your current 

advisor, or we would be glad as fellow chamber members, to complete this service at no cost to you.
