Those absent: Isaacson, McKinley, Luedtke and Smith

President Bahr called the meeting to order. Garvey’s Auto Service was acknowledged as our December sponsor. Boldt moved to
approve the minutes from both the November 9™ and November 17th Board meetings, seconded by Sigwarth. Motion carried. There
were no Executive Committee minutes to review.

Vaassen presented the financial report through November. It was noted that total current assets is $47,192 compared to $30,596 in
2009 and $40,996 in 2008. Dues for 2010 are $57,360 compared to $56,641 in 2009 and $49,883 in 2008. Total receipts to-date are
$191,544 completed to $178,649 in 2009 and $164,041 in 2008. Expenditures are $162,215 compared to $183,134 in 1009 and
$165,936 in 2008. To-date total receipts over expenditures are $29,328, compared to $(4484) in 2009 and $(1896) in 2008. Tourism
receipts from room tax are $56,974 and expenditures are $49,221. The golf outing has netted $6,634 and the hog roast has netted
$4,555. Nall moved to approve the financial report. Osterholz seconded. Motion carried.

Old Business:
Outgoing board members were acknowledged for their six years of service: Doris Clare, Clare Bank; Dean Feldman, Southwest
Health Center, and Tom Nall, First Weber.

New Business:

Kopp reported on the status of the 2011 budget and asked questions of the board as to direction in which to go with the bundling of
the sponsorships and how to document the revenue from the greeter service.
