Those absent: G. Osterholz, T. Osterholz, Patnaude, Rupp, Krueger, McKinley and Nickels. 

President Melby called the meeting to order.   First National Bank was acknowledged as our April beverage sponsor.  Bahr moved 

to approve the minutes from the March 16th board meeting.  Seconded by Pluemer.  Motion carried. 

Kopp presented a P&L statement from January through March.  Dues to-date is $47,606.75 Greeter service revenue is $8,005.  Tour-

ism revenue (room tax) is $13,503.93 with expenses of $13,429.62.  A revenue comparison was given for 2011 vs. 2010 (full year).  

Dues for 2010 were $58,001. Beverage sponsorships are $350 compared to $550 in 2010; Katieôs Garden sponsors are $1,400 com-

pared to $900 in 2010; Katieôs Trees of Light are $900 the same as 2010; Corporate sponsorships for the Hog Roast are $2,150 com-

pared to $2,300; Santa Bucks sponsorships are $1,150 compared to  $1,575 in 2010; Golf Outing sponsorships are at $1,625 com-

pared to $875 in 2010; Annual Celebration sponsorships are $1,100, compared to $1,200 in 2010; newsletter revenue is $700 com-

pared to $330; the Greeter Service is $8,005 compared to $4,775 in 2010; and the bundled sponsorships (allocated to fundraising) is 

$2,250 compared to $0 in 2010.  The increases are attributed to the new dues structure and bundled sponsorships.   

The membership drive was discussed.  Connie Haberkorn is actively recruiting new members in April ï a total of 12 in the first two 

weeks.   

There was no update on the development of the Chamberôs new Tourism Council, which will replace the Chamberôs Tourism Com-

mittee. 

 

New Business: 

National Tourism Week is May 9th-13th and we are hosting the kickoff event with Governor Walker and Tourism Secretary Klett.  

On May 17th, we are hosting a Small Business Roundtable with the Lt. Governor at First National Bankôs community room.  Lunch 

will be provided and a tour of L&M Corrugated Container will follow.  The Wisconsin Great River Road, a part of the Mississippi 

River Parkway Commission, will be hosting a stakeholder meeting on April 27th as part of the monthly Grant County Economic De-

velopment Corporation meeting.   

The annual Board Retreat will be held on Wednesday, October 19th.
