Past-President Bahr called the meeting to order. The Melby-Bendorf Funeral Homewas acknowledged as our July beverage
sponsor . Cullen moved to approve the Board of Directdr’s
Vaassen presented the financial report through June 30™ Total assets for 2011 are $137,233 compared to $119,822 in 2010. Re-

ceipts for 6-months ending are $138,713 compared to $130,863 in 2010, $114,250 in 2009 and $109,521 in 2008. Expenditures are

at $103,837 compared to $99,818 in 2010, $105,851 in 2009 and $91,135 in 2008. Tourism revenues for 2011 are $22,722 with

expenses of $34,573. This $11,851 deficit will be covered when we receive the 2™ quarter room tax payment. To-date receipts over
expenditures are $34,877 compared to $31,045 in 2010, $8,398 in 2009 and $18,386 in 2008. Rupp moved to approve the financial

report. Cullen seconded. Motion carried.

Old Business:

A detail report wil/ be presented in August on the members
completed in September or October. The Board retreat is scheduled for Wednesday, October 19" at the Baymont Hotel in Belmont.

It was agreed that our emphasis will be on retention/education of members. As usual, a short board meeting will take place prior to

the beginning of the retreat.
